
Lesson 11　One Language or Many?

Mike : I feel the biggest problem facing the world today is the lack of communication.
Mari : You're right.  That's why, in my opinion, everyone on earth should speak the same language.

Mike: Well, let me just ask you this.  Would you prefer to live in a world where people in different countries can't easily talk to each other, or in a world where there is greater communication and understanding?
